Each poster should make at least one recommendation 
or discussion on the practical relevance of the material.

that uses a balance of text and figures, which 
are sufficiently large to be read from a one-meter 
distance.

•	All figures and data should be well labeled and the 
poster should be able to stand on its own without 
explanation.

•	Presenters are free to select their own template 
for their poster; however posters that contain too 
much text will not be accepted.

•	Presenters are encouraged to use figures, 
illustrations,and other visuals to convey their 
information.

•	Remember, Conference delegates should be able 
to get a basic understanding of your research 
project without having to read paragraphs of text.
